Hotel Sleeping Rooms Location, Bally’s North “Resort” Tower

Note: if you are in a sleeping room that’s on Floor 5 through Floor 16, you’ll first have to go down to
the hotel’s Lobby/Ground Casino level, then move over to the next elevator banks up, that have access
to the higher Floors 16 through 26, before going up to our Opening Reception and early NPPA Attendee
Check-In in the SkyView Rooms 5/6 on Monday August 19 starting at 5:00pm (through 8:00pm). Turn
right off the elevator on 26th floor to get to the Reception space.

To get to the NPPA Lecture & Exhibit Halls from your Resort Tower sleeping rooms, take the elevators
down to the Ground/Casino Level and take an immediate left to go down a short hallway to the Grand
Salon, which has the entrance into the Events Center from there (see link to map of Bally’s, in the above
section).

To get to our Lectures & Exhibit Hall from your Resort Tower sleeping rooms, simply go down the
elevator bank to the Ground/Casino Level and walk directly to the left, down a hall that quickly brings
you to the Convention Area space. Also see the following map of the general hotel area: Full Map of
Bally’s Lobby+Casino & Food Court+Shopping Mall.

Vendor Exhibit Hall

The Vendor Exhibit Hall will be held in the Events Center on Bally’s Ground/Casino Level
Convention Area. Dates & hours for Exhibits are: Tuesday 3:30pm to 6:30pm, and Wednesday
3:30pm to 6:00pm, after each day’s educational CE lectures end. To access the Events Center, the
entrance will be within the Grand Salon area, where all of our NPPA Check-In Desks are and next to the
Grand Ballrooms that hold our Lecture Hall and Breakout Sessions.

Apologies, however we do not offer Guest Passes for the Vendor-Exhibit Hall.

So please be prepared with a sweater or jacket in the lecture rooms, since the
hotel’s air conditioning is usually set quite cool, and we oftentimes cannot get that adjusted fully or to
everyone’s liking.




Packing Reminders — Clothing & Business Cards

Comfortable walking shoes, clothing layers, sunscreen, cell phone & charger (along with a smaller
travel size cell phone charger if you have one). Bringing layers of clothes for the air-conditioned hotel
rooms are more important than you may realize, although it’s August in Las Vegas and quite warm
outside (see more on this below). In addition, you may want to consider packing a small travel-size
umbrella, or just purchase on at the Bally’s Gift Shop or the CVS store directly in front of Bally’s (easy
walking distance), if you expect to walk around on The Strip at all in the evenings or off-days you're in
town. Since August is the "monsoon" season in Vegas, there are often thunder & rainstorms known to
break out at any moment.

Be sure to bring your business cards to distribute to fellow attendees as well as the attending Exhibitor
reps (to enter in their various raffles from their Exhibit booths, or to give them to contact you after the
show if they don’t have one of our available Lead Retrieval units to scan your Name Badge for that
information).
